tion officer,

Probation Officer Acts.

Probation Officer E. E. Ingram, in
connection with the county attorney's
office, prepared the affidavit declariug
the children dependent. Hearing on
the guestion has been set for Wednes-
day in county court. This action fol-
lJowed the arrest of E. A. Brownlowe
and his confinement in the county jail.
The man was indicted by the grand
jury on statutory charge. The petition
asking that the children be declared
dependent alleges that they are heing
neglected, that their mother is dead
and the father unable to care for thm,
and that he is now confined in the
Jull., The children at present are being
kept at the home of an elder and mar-
ried brother. It is said he is unable to
provide for them.

Probation Officer Ingram will appenr
in court and ask that they be turned
over te him.
